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If you keep walking onward after the woodland
scenery of Komine Park, you'll reach Kotokuji Temple.
Upon going through the solemn main temple gate,
the first thing you'll notice is a dazzling yellow
carpet underneath two great ginkgo trees. After
heading down the country road to enjoy the
beautiful valley foliage from Kowadabashi Bridge
spanning the Akigawa River, go down the hill to the
Itsukaichi History Museum. Here you can learn
about the rich history of the land you visited today.
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
